The Cedars

A member of the public required clarification on the above planning application. It was explained that there was strong local objections to the development of the site to include 80 car parking spaces. The applicant was advised that the plans were unlikely to proceed so they withdrew the application. The land has subsequently been put up for sale.

Taxi Service
