The Parish Council OBJECT to the installation of these gates for the following reasons:

1 This would become a gated community within our village and as there are no other gated communities it is felt that this would set a precedent for other streets such as Holly Close, Grindley Bank, Micklegate to apply for similar.  It is not part of our Parish Plan or Village Design Statement and we strongly oppose any gated community within the village.

2 The A56 is a busy road with a continual flow of heavy vehicles going to and from the Gowy Landfill Site. It would be dangerous if there were more than one vehicle waiting on the A56 for gates to open.

3 The gates will cause added problems for the postal service and any other deliveries.

4 With the new refuse collection service starting next April there would/could be up to 12 bins at a time lined up outside the gates.

We would reiterate the comments made against the previous application under reference 08/01927/FUL/GE.  

In addition the Parish Council oppose this application for the following reasons:

1 The development is over intensive for this site.

2 If, as is often the case, the residents of the new dwelling have more than one car the second car in will need to  move for the first car to get out.  In practice it is thought that they will use the Post Office parking space thus reducing spaces for customers.

3 It is proposed that there are to be seven parking spaces for the Post Office.  In practice this will not work as there will be insufficient turning room for leaving the car park without reversing onto York Drive.  At present there are supposed to be 6 parking places but in practice only 4 can park and leave without reversing onto York Drive.

4 There will be considerable disturbance to the residents at number 4 Wells Close if deliveries to the Post Office in the early morning are made through the narrow side entrance.

We trust you will take all these points and those put forward by the neighbours into consideration when making your decision
