The Chairman welcomed residents and Parish Councillors to the meeting; proceedings will start with the open forum.

Open Forum – Planning Application 10/10329/FUL (Land at Rose Manor Farm)
Mr Ken Thomas, this is a repeat application, which has been modified.  Feel far too large for Mickle Trafford Village.  Entrance on the road increased traffic, single track lane overcrowded.  I am concerned regarding the increase in volume of traffic onto A56 which could cause chaos.  There will be no entertainment facilities on site, which would increase traffic due to holiday makers entering/leaving the site. Further concerns raised that the size of site will grow steadily in the future, not what we want in the Green belt.
Mr Philip Blackman – concerns when applied planning application previously, no buffer zones.  Concerned regarding drainage & sewage pipe, not sufficient for waste removal on station lane.  The last 3 or 4 years the property has been operated as a farm, large herd, hay cutting, property in greenbelt operated as a working farm.  Mr Blackman voiced major concerns regarding the increase of traffic on the highway.

Mr Phil Smith  – concur with Philip Blackman’s comments regarding drainage, no of units how it will work, pumping station coming into drain for 3 houses (120 plus units).  The plans are not detailed enough.  There is insufficient detail to consider if drainage is suitable, agree that the access from the busy main road, the slipway, cross over on a bend, previous plan suggested installing a roundabout, not in current plans. 
Mr Ian Thomas – sustainability what is the longer term plan? Can the current infrastructure support this application, additional power usage has the potential of affecting the whole community.  The old great crested newts have they been taken into consideration.   

Mr Brian Ancliff – protesting about unlawful gypsy encampments what is the difference?  I have concerns regarding the amount of traffic in the summer.  Caravan Park in Chester closed (A55), is there a need for this facility?
