Village Hall Security

Cllr Blackman advised the meeting of the potential costs to improve the security of the Village Hall and it was greed that this should be an agenda item at the Parish Council meeting on the 9th September.

Cllr Blackman also stated that payment would be made by the Trustees of the Village Hall toward the need for improved fire regulations

Village Hall Health and Safety Regulations

Cllr Ancliff stated that responsibility needs to be taken for the documentation of the requirements to meet Health and Safety requirements.
It was agreed that this was the responsibility of the Parish Council as the lease holders of the Village Hall.
Noticeboards

A quotation has been forwarded to improve all the noticeboards but as the cost was so high it was agreed by all that further quotations should be obtained.
Lighting - Grindley Bank
The Clerk has been contacted about the light in Grindley Bank and has advised both Scottish Power and CWaC that following the removal of the overhead power supply the light should be reconnected and returned to full working order.

Residents of Grindley Bank, which is an unadopted road, are concerned that the power and light will be removed and they will be left with an unsightly pole.

The committee agreed that CWaC should be advised that this light is essential to the safety of the public footpath which runs parallel to Grindley Bank.
