	It was proposed by Cllr Rowlands, seconded by Cllr Bartley that the Parish Council objected to this application for the following reasons; a vote was taken with 6 for and 1 abstention. PROPOSAL PASSED
1) The application stated that the “existing agricultural isolation unit” was to be demolished but it is quite clear that the current unit has only previously been used to house a horse some 10/15 years ago and has not had cattle in it for at least 40 years

2) The site is very difficult to access
3) If a unit is required then it would be more appropriate that it be located within the main land complex on the other side of the road

4) The unit would be within 5 metres of the road and would not meet current legislation

5) There could be Highways issues and therefore Highways should be consulted before any decisions are taken.

6) The pasture around the proposed unit is contaminated and should not be used by animals that may be part of the human food chain.
