The proposed method of disposal of surface water is not appropriate in an area with a history of flooding.

The applicant has stated on the application form that he does not intend to remove or cut back any trees, length of hedge or shrubs, however, it appears that the land could not be used without this being done.

The access should be made secure against trespass.
To ensure that the applicant be aware that any activities beyond those to which the land is currently used hill be subject to the planning procedure.

APPLICATION NUMBER : 06/01615/FUL – LAND BETWEEN PLEMSTALL COTTAGE AND ROSE COTTAGE, WARRINGTON ROAD, MICKLE TRAFFORD
There is a general feeling amongst the neighbours that, although the applicant has stated that the land will be used to stable a pony, this will not be the case. This is an area known to have problems with flooding and activities could lead to disturbances if left to soak away. The applicant has stated that he will not be cutting down any trees or shrubs, but it is difficult to know how this will be possible.

The Parish Council feels that it does not have any reason to object, but can alert the City Council about the concerns.
4) WILDLIFE & COUNTRYSIDE ACT 1981 SECTION 53 – FOOTPATHS
The contents of the letter from The Planning Inspectorate regarding the above was noted by councillors.

5) CHESTER CITY COUNCIL LOCAL DEVELOPMENT FRAMEWORK : Consultation on Draft Sustainability Appraisal Scoping Report & Draft Supplementary Planning Document: Affordable Housing
Documents were circulated and it was noted comments had to be received by 30th October 2006.

6) PLANNING APPLICATION REF NO : 06/01078/ADV : ADVERT CONSENT AT LAND AT OLD HALL, WARRINGTON ROAD, HOOLE VILLAGE
The letter from the City Council was discussed giving their reasons why the application was agreed despite opposition from the Parish Council. It was agreed to send a letter to the City Council stating that on one hand the City Council berates the Parish Council for not having firm opinions on every application but on the other appears to ignore them when they are expressed. The Parish Council hopes that in future that where objections are raised there will be some City Council member involvement in the decision.
7) PLANNING APPLICATION REF NO: 06/01426/FUL : THE CEDARS, PLEMSTALL LANE, MICKLE TRAFFORD

Mr. D. K. Rowlands left the room whilst this application was discussed. The circulated letter from J10 Planning was discussed and it was agreed that the contents of the letter were flawed and inaccurate. The scale of the development is too large and not in the concept of the Parish Plan. It was agreed that the Clerk together with two Parish Councillors should compose a letter to the City Council in response to this letter. A meeting was  arranged for Wednesday 4th October at 6pm.

8) GOODS VEHICLES (LICENSING OF OPERATORS) ACT 1995: MIKE HARLEY LTD.

The circulated letter from The Office of the Traffic commissioner was discussed and it was decided that a letter should be sent in response stating the following:-

One of the functions of the Parish Council is to keep neighbours informed of planning or regulatory applications which may concern them. The Parish Council would therefore appreciate notification when the Office of the Traffic Commissioner receive such applications.
It was also recommended that an emergency resolution is put to CHALC at the forthcoming AGM drawing attention to the problems of consultation with the Traffic Commissioner.
