       Litter fence improvements are still being carried out.

WOODLAND PARK

       The notice relating to be tree area will be replaced in the near future
It is intended that the ponds on the site will be fenced off during 2019

Dogs are eroding the bank when entering the River Gowy and it may be necessary to fence these areas in the future as they could become dangerous for users of the Park
