4. Review of outstanding actions from previous meeting

LANDFILL SITE
Soil is now being bought back onto the site as well as Clay and will be held at the top of the site until it is required

High level work has continued on the North facing side of the site which will be capped later this year.
Concerns have been raised by Mr Foley in relation to work on the face opposite the houses but Mr Bennion advised that this was part of the normal procedure for filling the current cell.

It is hoped that work in this area will be completed by the end of the year

Cllr Woods expressed concerns over smells that had been in the air but Cllr Jones stated that he had smelt them as well and he felt that they originated in the area around the Zoo.

WOODLAND PARK

Further work had been carried out around the gated entrance at Hassels Lane in the hope that this will improve disabled access to the site.

5. Future developments on site

The Planning Application to commence work on the site at 7.30am instead of 8am is still awaiting a decision and there will be a site visit by the CWaC Planning Committee next week before a decision is taken.

6. Current site problems

There have been four complaints since the last meeting, three for Odour 1 for flies.

A new site survey for flies will take place on the 7th August and based on the outcome a decision will be taken about the need or not to extend the current 3 times a week spraying for flies

Cllr Woods asked if the extension on the current Planning Application until 2022 would be the last and was advised that at current rates if infill it was possible the site would be full before that date.

Ms Richards advised that the site had nowhere to extend into should further capacity be required 
7. To discuss concerns received from neighbours
FCC are cleaning the A56 approx. every 2 weeks from the junction of Ince Lane up to the Café at Morley Bridge
