MINUTES OF THE LIAISON MEETING HELD ON 03 AUGUST 2017
at 2pm GOWY LANDFILL SITE

No formal agenda was produced for the meeting as this was the first meeting with the new site manager and it was an opportunity for all to express their positions in regard to the site.

Mr Bennion advised the meeting that had been looking after waste management sites for 7 years and had experience at the Arpley site in particular

He is too based at Gowy and will be onsite 4 days a week.

Mr Bennion has only been at Gowy for 4 weeks and is still getting to know the particulars of the site but the same rules will apply to Gowy that he has been working to elsewhere.

Woodland Park

Mr Bennion advised that they have started to tidy up the Park by carrying out grass cutting and path clearance but the work was weather dependant and this had been an issue recently

Mr Folly had reported an issue with the grass cutting on the 31st July and so far no action had been taken.

Mr Bennion advised that a mower has been out of action and work would commence on the 4th.

Mrs Pritchard offered to help with the management of the Woodland Park and it was agreed that she would have a meeting with Mr Bennion about areas were assistance could be given.

E.g. Use of volunteers, Use of Community Payback teams and Liaison with Community Safety wardens over dog issues.

Mrs Pritchard asked who was responsible for the site when FCC leave and was advised that as far as anybody was aware it would revert back to Cheshire West and Chester Council for maintenance.

Landfill site
The recent planning application for an extension to the time limit on the site had been approved and work was now carrying on as normal.

They are approx. one month off finishing the current cell to the highest level and then the gradient will be set down to the field level.
Mr Folly felt that the height was 3 to 6 meters above the rest of the levels on the site.

Mr Butler states that it will be set at agreed heights for the site.

Mr Folly was concerned about gas pipes that were still very visible and was advised that these 

Will be covered in the near future.

Concern was expressed about the burying of clinical waste bags.

Mr Butler advised that whenever he had been onsite the clinical waste had been buried in the correct manner.

Mrs Folly showed photographs to Mr Butler of exposed waste and while he accepted that the photographs were genuine he reiterated that he had not experienced this when he was on the site.

Mr Bennion advised that he will monitor the disposal of this waste and report at the next meeting. 

Mr Folly expressed his concerns about the general security of the site after he had reported to the police that members of the public were on the site.

Mrs Eleanor Johnson (Ward Councillor) spoke about problems that Dunham on the Hill Parish Council were experiencing with rubbish on the A56 and in the trees which was escaping from vehicles going to the site.

Mrs Johnson had already been advised by Mr Mike Hughes (ex Site Manager) that this was FCC@S problem and Mr Butler reiterated that this was not an issue for the Environment Agency.
Mrs Johnson requested the name of hauliers in order that they could be contacted about the situation.

Mr Bennion will monitor the situation and report at the next meeting.

Mr Butler stated that there had been an increase in complaints during 2017 in regard to Amenity issues, Odour problems from both waste and gas and Dust.

Action was being taken to reduce some of these problems and Mr Folly noted that there had appeared to be increased usage of the bowser to lower the dust problem.

Mr Folly expressed his concerns that the drainage ditches around the site still held a lot of rubbish.

Mrs Folly asked if the Gowy Liaison minutes could be put on the Parish Council website.

The Clerk stated that he would ask permission for this to be done at the next Parish Council meeting
